Year-End Report for 2009

Dear APPA Members and Friends,

It gives me great pleasure to write this year's annual report for APPA's many members
and friends world-wide. In several respects 2009 was a "banner year" for APPA, with
events and developments keeping us mostly too busy to report them as they happened.

Now, during this holiday hiatus, please join me for a few moments of reflection on
APPA's 2009 highlights, and on what prospects they may hold for you and for APPA
during 2010 and beyond.

APPA celebrated its 10th anniversary this year, and did so with a modest "bang." We
conducted four programs during 2009, the most in any calendar year of our existence to
date: one in Stockholm, one in upstate New York, and two in New York City. Beyond
these, APPA has been party to several other significant developments, both national and
international, which are summarized for you herein.

APPA Programs 2009
Spinalis Foundation / Rehabstation Certification, Stockholm (May - June 2009)

In May we conducted a program in Stockholm, Sweden, representing the culmination of
a two-year collaborative project with the Spinalis Foundation and Rehabstation. The
purpose of the project was to integrate philosophical counseling into a clinical medical
setting. Rehabstation serves two populations: spinal-injured patients, and patients newly-
diagnosed with multiple sclerosis. These populations have different prognoses, but hold
something in common: They need to reinvent themselves, whether in light of catastrophic
injuries or uncertain futures. Rehabstation offers them state-of-the-art rehabilitation for
their bodies, along with allied psychological counseling and social services. But two
Swedish doctors and co-founders of Rehabstation, Claes Hultling and Richard Levi,
wanted to offer staff and patients philosophical tools as well. They initiated contact with
APPA in 2007, which led to extensive philosophical training and eventual certification of
selected Rehabstation staff. The program concluded with a memorable philosophical
retreat on Landsort island, in the Baltic Sea. Thanks to APPA colleagues Valerie and
Michael Russell, for their invaluable collaboration in this project. Thanks also to Géran
Lagerstrom, Spinalis Foundation's CEO, for embracing the vision of Drs. Hultling and

Level-2 Certification, Cortland, NY (August 2009)

Thanks to dedicated research and practice by Kathy Russell and Andrew Fitz-Gibbon at
SUNY Cortland, and likewise by Kate Mehuron at Eastern Michigan University, APPA
was able to hold its first level-2 certification program for philosophical counselors. The
prerequisite for participation in a level-2 program is the submission of (at least) ten case-
studies, written up according to guidelines available on the APPA website. The level-2
program, granting Full Certification, entails an intensive dialogue on selected case-
studies, which are scrutinized from many points of view.
